Math Lesson Plan

Grade Level: 3
	Overview
	Students will be provided a map of the United States with area codes from different cities and states on it.  The teacher will prepare a set of math problems based on the area codes that use addition and subtraction.  Using 99Chats, the students will post their answers to compare with their peers and create their own area code problem.  Each student will answer another student’s area code problem.  Students will be responsible for adding and subtracting numbers through 1,000.

	Objectives
	· Given two 3-digit numbers, students will be able to use addition, subtraction, or multiplication to solve the problem with 100% accuracy. 
· Given a computer and the program 99Chats, students will be able to participate with their teacher and peers in a private chat room.

	Standards
	3.2.1 Add and subtract whole numbers up to 1,000 with or without regrouping, using relevant properties of the number system.
3.3.6 Solve simple problems involving a functional relationship between two quantities.

	Materials
	· Telephone Book (For area codes)
· Map of the United States with area codes listed on it
· 99Chats account
· Computer with internet acces

	Procedures
	1. Using the telephone book, prepare a map of the United States that lists area codes throughout the United States.
2. Create a set of math problems using the different area codes.  For example, Northern Minnesota times Arizona equals? Or Western Nebraska minus Missouri equals?  There should be at least 10 math problems in the set.
3. Assign the students the set of math problems to complete that night.
4. Have the students create an account on 99Chats on the classroom computer before they leave for the day.
5. Set up a private chat room for the students to discuss the math homework.  Have the students access a private chat room in 99Chats that evening and have them post their answers to the set of math problems.  They will be able to compare their answers with their peers and fix any errors they may have made while completing the assignment.  Also, assign the students the task of creating their own area code problem.   Have each student solve two of their peers problems and bring them into class the following day along with their completed set of area code problems.

	Evaluation
	For the evaluation, the students will complete a quiz with 5 new area code problems involving addition and subtraction.  The quiz will be worth 5 point, each problem being worth 1 point.
