	· Students will learn about how to edit online through the use of Crocodoc.com [footnoteRef:1] [1:  Crocodoc.com] 

· Students will gain a better understanding of what needs editing and how to revise papers

	Objective

	· Students will correctly revise a  paper that has been provided to them

	Procedure

	· Before logging in to the computer systems, there will be a brief review of what to look for while editing (e.g. spelling/grammar mistakes, indentions between paragraphs, sentence structure, proper voice for paper, etc.)
· Students will follow the provided link that takes them to an online paper, unique to each student, on Crocodoc.com
· Students will use the various Crocodoc tools to revise the paper
· Students will make a minimum of 15 changes to the document

	Evaluation

	· The students will be evaluated on what changes they made and whether or not the changes were correct (i.e. were changes in grammar corrected, or changed to another incorrect answer)
· Students will be graded on how many changes they made, a minimum of 15 changes is required
· The revised documents changes must be correct within 80%
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
